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Rules for 2015 Wenzao Cup

National English Storytelling Contest for High School Students

Judging Procedures and Criteria

All contestants will be evaluated in accordance with the criteria found on the 2015 Wenzao Cup scoring sheets. Judges must ensure that each scoring sheet includes each team’s number. Any corrections on a scoring sheet must be initiated by the judge. The evaluation sheets will be collected and calculated by session monitors. The final scores will be verified and signed by all the judges. 

Contestant will be evaluated on the following criteria:

All the contestants have to remember the story; scripts are not allowed to be used on stage.

Stories can be creative or adapted from folklores, legends, and fairy tales. Stories without adaptation are not accepted. 
The presentation of story is restricted to oral delivery only; costume, make-up, props and anything that is suggestive of the character in the story are prohibited. Music in the background is allowed. 
Contestants must take the seats that are previously arranged on the stage; acting or any physical interaction among contestants is prohibited.

Contestants should wear plain blouse and long skirts or pants. School uniforms are not allowed.

Each group shall have 2- 4 people on the stage.

In the semi-final and final sessions, contestants will have six minutes for their story. Contestants will be notified by the timer at 5 minutes and six minutes into the presentation. A yellow sign will be shown when there is 1 minute left. The bell will ring when time is up. Once the bell rings, the contestants must stop immediately.

If the contestants present a story that lasts for less than five minutes, the timer will deduct one point from their total score for every 1 minute short of the time limit. If the contestants present a story that lasts for more than six minutes, the timer will deduct one point from their total score for every additional minute. (If the time is less than one minute, it will be rounded up to1.)
Winners of the final contest will be announced and awards will be presented to them after the announcement is made. Judges will be invited to give comments before giving the award.
